
CPSC 217 Exercise 5: Forward and Backward

This exercise may be completed individually or as part of a group. If the exercise is completed as a group 
then all members of the group are expected to make a meaningful contribution to the solution. 

Task: 
Write a program that reads a collection of values from the user.  After all of the values have been read, 
display all of the values in the opposite order from which they were entered, with one value appearing 
on each line.  The user will indicate that no further values will be entered by entering a blank line. 

Sample Run #1: 
Enter a value (blank line to quit): Alice 
Enter a value (blank line to quit): Bob 
Enter a value (blank line to quit): Charlie 
Enter a value (blank line to quit): Derek 
Enter a value (blank line to quit): 
Derek 
Charlie 
Bob 
Alice 

Sample Run #2: 
Enter a value (blank line to quit): 50 
Enter a value (blank line to quit): 
50 

Sample Run #3: 
Enter a value (blank line to quit): t 
Enter a value (blank line to quit): a 
Enter a value (blank line to quit): c 
Enter a value (blank line to quit): o 
Enter a value (blank line to quit): c 
Enter a value (blank line to quit): a 
Enter a value (blank line to quit): t 
Enter a value (blank line to quit): 
t 
a 
c 
o 
c 
a 
t
